Please note that Internetters recommend Linux webhosting for installing Wordpress as this allows for easy 
management of your file/folder permissions. All of the Internetters hosting packages can be setup on a Linux server.

1) Creating MySQL database (if not already configured) 
 
If you have already got a database ready ς proceed to step 2) 
 
In your Internetters control panel (https://servicecentre.internetters.co.uk) select Website Management from the left 
hand menu.  
 

 
 
 
When the page loads select the domain you wish to manage from the drop down list and click the green proceed 
button.

Activating the MySQL 5ŀǘŀōŀǎŜΧ 
 
Once the domain is selected click on the tab labelled Activate Add-ons. You should then see an option to activate your 
MySql database. Please note: This process can take up to 20 min to complete and once the database is setup you will 
be able to view the login information through this same menu. 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 



2) Seeing the details for your MySQL Database ς

3) Downloading Wordpress 
 
Visit http://wordpress.org/download/ and download the latest version of Wordpress.

Double click on the .zip file and follow the instructions.  Extract the file files within the zip file to your desktop in a new 
folder.

5) Upload the folder contents to your Internetters ƘƻǎǘƛƴƎ ŀŎŎƻǳƴǘΧ 
 
Decide whether you want you blog as your main website or as a sub directory (folder).  
 
If you want the blog as your main website ς (www.yourdomain.com) FTP (transfer or copy) the content of the folder 
you unzipped into the WWW folder in your FTP space. 
 
If you want the blog to be part of an existing website ς  so people can visit your existing website and then decide 
whether to visit your blog ς Řƻ ǘƘŜ ŦƻƭƭƻǿƛƴƎΧΦ 
 
Create a new folder inside the WWW folder name ǘƘŜ ŦƻƭŘŜǊ άōƭƻƎέ (or whatever you like)
